Black to play and win

Do you see that the white 
king has no valid moves at 
this moment?

Look at the different checks 
you can give.

You need to combine these 
threats, this is called a chess 
combination.

What is the solution?

ΫȢ ȣ .Çί-h3+ : Ron goes to h3 and checks the white  king

Ron



2. Qc3xh3 : Capturing the attacker is the only defense here. A knight 

check can not be blocked. The white king has no squares to run to.

White Queen



άȢ ȣ "Áέ-c5+ : Harry checks the white king.

White King



Blocking Defense 3. Qh3-e3 and checkmate έȢ ȣ "ÃίØÅέΩ 
were cut from the movie to shorten it.

White King 
drops his sword

In chess, one can resign by laying 
the king down.



Position after έȢ ȣ "ÃίØÅέΩ

White king is checked by 
Be3.

1. The king can not move 
Away

2. The check can not be 
Blocked

3. The checking piece can 
not be Captured

White is checkmate

The move 1. Ng5-h3 was a chess sacrifice . It lured the queen away 
from the square c5. This is called a decoy sacrifice.



There was another decoy sacrifice in the position ΫȢ ȣ "Áέ-c5+

(ÅÒÅ ×ÈÉÔÅȭÓ ÏÎÌÙ ÄÅÆÅÎÓÅ ÉÓ 
to capture the bishop with 
the queen 2. Qc3xc5

But now the queen has been 
lured away from the h3 
square.



After 2. Qc3xc5 we have άȢ ȣ .Çί-h3#

The black knight can come to h3 
and checkmate the white king.

This combination is  a move shorter. 
Why was this solution not chosen in 
the movie?
