Castling- review

One time in the game a player can  castle: 
BEFORE

AFTER
2. Only when king and rook have not 
moved yet!

3. Only when king is not in check and 
is not attacked on the final square 
AND the square he passes over.

1. There can be no pieces between king 
and rook!

Conditions

The king moves two squares towards the 
rook and the rook jumps over the king.

We assume that the white 
king and rook have not 
moved yet during the game. 

Moving the king cancels the 
castling rights.

Moving the rook cancels the 
right to castle with that rook.

Castling: Why?

- Castling moves the king towards the corner where it is normally safer. 

- Castling frees the rook from the corner ,  joining  the other forces .

White castles and indirectly protects the pawn on e4.

1.Drawing a game by stalemate

When it is one of the players turn to 
move, but there is no legal move , we 
have stalemate .

The game is over in case of a stalemate 
and the result is a tie, called a draw.
