Chess Tactics: Hanging Pieces

From observing the games in the tournament

1. Most of you have the rules down pretty well, congratulations!

2. Many possibilities of capturing a piece that is not defended ɀa so called 
hanging piece - are missed, often by both players and for several moves



Hanging Pieces: Example
Black to play did not play Bb7xf3.
The queen is defended, but is 
worth more than the bishop.

7ÈÅÎ ÉÔ ×ÁÓ ×ÈÉÔÅȭÓ ÔÕÒÎ ÈÅ ÄÉÄ 
not play Qf3xb7. Yet, the bishop  
hanging, it is a free piece.

Guideline: Take your time to 
scan for hanging pieces before 
you play your move!
